  -- Why are some people not healed. 

July 19  "Sin and Sickness, Repentance and 

Healing."  We will look at such topics as 

  -- Does sickness always come from our own sin? 

  -- When a particular sickness does come from sin,  

      how do we help others? 

July 26  "Inner Healing."  (This has to do with 

emotional hurts.)  We will look at such topics as 

  -- How sometimes a bad experience in our past 

may harm us today, physically, emotionally, 

spiritually, even if we don't remember it. 

  -- What are the steps to inner healing? 

August 2  "The Demonic."  We will look at such

  -- Healthy Boundaries 

August 16 "The Care and Feeding" of the One 

Who Prays for Others for Healing.  We will look at 

such topics as 

  -- Our need for ongoing Holy Spirit 

      replenishment. 

  -- Our need for on-going continuing education. 

  -- What are some of the harms we can cause -- to    

      ourselves, to others, to our church -- if we 

      ministry healing wrongly? 

The program starts right at 12 noon so people are 

advised to be early.  Lunch will be served promptly 

at 12 noon -- let us know if you have food allergies 

or restrictions.  The classes will run for about 45 

minutes with opportunity afterwards to speak with 

Canon Pearson on an informal basis.
